Not what was his station, but had he a 
heart; and how did he play his God-given 
part.  Was he ever ready with words of 
good cheer; to bring back a smile, to ban-
ish a tear?  

Not what was his church; nor what was 
his creed, but had he befriended those 
really in need?  

Not what did the sketch in the newspaper 
say, but how many were sorry when he 
passed away?”

 The road ahead will be a road of OPPOSI-
TION.  Count on it! The attempt of many subtle 
anti-Christ forces to “shut down” the entire opera-
tion of God’s work is incredible.  Make no mistake 
dear co-burden-bearer we are in a war-fare.  Here 
we have the eternal paradox of the Christian life and 
ministry: Opportunity and Opposition, Advantages 
and Adversaries.  This was true in the Apostle Paul’s 
day and is certainly true today.  Like Paul, how-
ever, if we will learn to place our GAZE upon Jesus 
and at the most GLANCE at our problems we will 
discover our opportunities far outweigh our opposi-
tions and our advantages more than overcome our 
adversaries. We can do this as we endeavor to keep 
our eyes on God and not man; as we see life in its
