
 Seven days after returning from Guatemala I 
went to South Africa.  Although the flight from Atlanta 
to Johannesburg is one of the longest in the world it 
was, however, a safe and smooth flight.  Pastor Joey 
Chetty and Johan Brink were there to meet me and we 
headed to Midrand to prepare for the 5 hour trip the 
next morning to Tzaneen in the northern Transval.
 Our meetings in the Northern Transval were 
conducted in an area approximately 25 miles from the 
city of Tzaneen.  There are over 1.5 million people liv-
ing in this area that spans out for miles in every direc-
tion.
 I taught 6 hours each day in the Pastors and 
Christian workers seminar.  On the weekend – Friday 
through Sunday – we included evangelistic healing 
crusade services in the evening.  The response of the 
pastors and workers was wonderful and the anointing 
of the Holy Spirit was awesome in ministering to people 
in the altar services.

 We had to interrupt these meetings to go back 
to Johannesburg to do a Pastors seminar and open 
air crusade services on the grounds of the city mall in 
Orange Farm.

Abram arrived to work with me in the meetings at

 This area is very strategic.  Currently there are 
no training schools of any kind in this area of 1.5 mil-
lion people.  The Lord has opened the door for us to 
set up our Transformation Center under the direction of 
Pastor Ivan.   He has recently graduated from Rhema 
Bible College in Johannesburg and returned to this area 
which is his home and the home of his family.  He per-
suaded his grandfather to sell Pastor Joey several acres 
of land from his mango plantation to build the Ministry 
Center.  He took us to meet his grandfather who is 109 
years of age.  How he survives the hot sun is amazing.  
We had a delightful and inspiring visit with him and 
Ivan’s father also.
