Seven days after returning home from our Bul-
garia-Romania Mission outreach [ flew to Guatemala,
Central America. Brother Tony Abram and | were in
Guatemala eight months prior to this where we con-
ducted the Living Waters Teaching Ministries annual

workers in the seminar from every country in Central
America. We witnessed over 500 of the workers com-
mitting themselves to be soul winners. Furthermore,
we conducted the graduation service of 703 Aqua Vida
(Living Waters) Bible College students, and evangelistic
crusade services in the local Living Waters Church in
Quetzaltenango where every service was blessed with
the altar filled with people seeking salvation, healing
and answers to prayer. Brother Tony was unable to go
with me this time because of his commitments in the
Ukraine.
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There was again, this time, a wonderful re-
sponse to the preaching of the Word of God. Many
people responded to the call to receive Christ and His
healing power.

In addition to preaching and ministering in the
LWT local church in Quezaltanango, most of my time
was devoted to teaching in the Bible school. There
